Significant progress has been 
made on the TEL over the past 
few months, much of which

ground. These aerial shots   
taken last week show the    
Kaituna River bridge (above) 
now connected to the               
embankments a l lowing     
construction traffic to cross and 
the East Coast Main Trunk rail 
line (below) with concrete deck 
beams in place. The pavement crews are busy constructing pavements at 

the Domain Road Interchange and the Te Maunga  
northbound lanes for two future traffic switches. 

Four drainage crews are    
working throughout the project  
installing stormwater lines.  The 
above image is one of thirteen 
culverts being installed       
between Domain Road and 
Parton Road.  

The Paengaroa roundabout 
(below) has now taken shape 
with the Whakatane, Rotorua 
and Te Puke legs formed. The       
construction of the four TEL 
lanes will occur later this year.
